We are separating the written work from the aural work in order to give
students the ability to place into courses as determined by the placement exam or completion of Music
Theory 2.

Course Content

• common (by chord classification) and less common (retrogression and elision) chord 

progressions 

• from figured bass 

Students will be able to:

• write stylistically short 18th or 19th century compositions for instruments and/or voices 

• write for transposing instruments
